303/17 Declaration of Interests.

304/17 Minutes of the Meeting held 28" March 2018 as circulated, were confirmed and
signed.

305/17 Policing.
A report would be circulated to all members which included information on: Crime
figures; Inspector Whitley who is not in charge of neighbourhood policing now;
possible changes regarding coverage of Verwood & Three Legged Cross.
Discussion took place regarding poaching.

309/17 Consultation on Unauthorised Development and Encampments.

312/17 Report from the Mayor and Deputy Mayor.
The Mayor sent a written report on various functions and events she had attended
which included: a Civic Day at Bridport and Dorchester; East Dorset Chairman’s
Civic Service; Verwood Concert Brass concert; Verwood’s own Civic Service.
