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POLICE REPORT

With the improving weather, sadly comes an increase
in the number of rogue trader attempts. A couple of
these incidents have been intercepted by Officers out
on patrol in the Verwood area over the past couple of
months. Never accept work from anyone who offers
you it at your door and never go to the bank with

a tradesperson. If you do live close to people whom
you consider to be vulnerable and you see an incident
of what you believe to be of a rogue trader nature,
please do not hesitate to let us know.

In addition to visits from rogue traders, the Verwood Officers remain
busy with scam calls that continue to occur. These calls can be
sophisticated and have resulted in people losing considerable amounts
of money. Fundamentally, if you are offered something that is too good
to be true or asked to do something that you feel is strange, please
hang up and report it to Action Fraud — 0300 123 2040 or
www.actionfraud.police.uk

Dorset Police have various means of being contacted that you may not
be aware of in addition to the traditional phone numbers of 101 and
999. A range of options can be found at the following Dorset Police
